If their PE kit is still at school, your
child can wear a school uniform top and
black or grey leggings, joggers or
shorts. Your child can then take their
PE kit home with them ready for the
following time they are in school.

Your child will need

Outside clothes for all weathers, e.g.
sunhat & rain coat.

A small bag with a change of clothes in it.
Lunch in a named bag.

Two water bottles with water only in.
Reading books.

Please keep your red book at home for your
home learning.

collect your child. You will need to wait in a line, with a 2-metfre space between you and the person in
front.

Reception staff will call your child by name when it is safe for them o come in.
